3. In case an amicable settlement cannot be reached, resorting to the arbitration and
adjudication mechanisms stipulated in the contract or agreement.

4. Referring to the competent courts as a last resort in case the arbitration mechanisms fail.
S. Maintaining confidentiality of information related to any claim or dispute during the
settlement process.

0. The defaulting party bearing the costs and expenses associated with the dispute in case its

fault is proven.

This section ensures the systematic and transparent handling of any claims or disputes, with

the provision of various options for amicable settlement first before resorting to Iegal
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proceedings. It also obligates the parties to comply with conﬁdentiality and bear the costs in
cases of fault. This way, these issues are addressed efticiently and effectively.
